During the last couple of months we had lot of activities at DCET.
On July 19, 2008 we had a Senate meeting. Since DCET has been
working as an affiliated college, therefore we had long agenda of
outstanding issues which senate members appreciated and approved
some of the issues. On the academic side, apart from holding first
time examination of 1st Semester (08 batch), 4th term (04 batch)
and 6th term (05 batch), the teaching load of three batches remained
on the faculty members. Since we had introduced semester system
for the first intake of DCET i.e. 08 batch many adjustments were
made in the academic programme. Introducing semester system
means lots of work on faculty members and other supporting departments. We had to
reduce class strength from 100 students to maximum class size of 50 therefore more
classrooms were added. With meager grant-in-aid from Ministry of Education, the earning
from self-finance came to rescue us, otherwise the admission which we are announcing
today (09 Batch) would have created problem of classrooms. Building an institution while
functioning as well was very painful and difficult, but all the help and cooperation was
extended by students, faculty and other supporting departments. As a matter of fact every
body connected with Dawood College was happy to see things moving after long time.
Our determination is firm to turn around and make this institution as one of the best in the
country. This is the symbol of Federation where the students from all over Pakistan are
admitted on merit within their area. Balochistan, FATA and Northern Areas get a special
place in DCET since the Provincial Government / Controlling Authority sent their nominees
for admission. During the last year all the Engineering and Architecture Departments have
moved ahead in modernizing their laboratories and Studios for imparting best quality
education. The state of the art computer laboratory of Electronic Engineering Department
is worth visiting which is model classroom having multimedia facilities. CISCO Switches
and Routers installed by the Department of Electronic Engineering facilitate the internet
facilities at Jinnah Campus. These latest technology based equipments are used for
automatic monitoring and controlling of internet service to the college. Unit operation Lab
of Chemical Engineering Department is not only attending to students of DCET but also
students from Karachi University come to do their practical in this laboratory. Chemical
Engineering Department is also establishing their Computer Centre similar to Electronic
Engineering Department. Industrial and Metallurgical Engineering Departments are also
moving forward to setup the CAD/CAM Laboratory and Materials Research Laboratory. The
Materials Testing lab of Metallurgy and Materials Engineering Department has all the German
Machines for Tensile, Impact, Creep and Harness testing. The linkages with Foreign
Universities are being established to pursue our faculty development through split Ph. D
programmes.

In the end, | must say we are all moving with determination and missionary approach to
bring back the glory of DCET and make it one of the best institution in the country. This is
only possible with the support of Higher Education Commission and Ministry of Education,
Government of Pakistan.
